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Model United Nations (MUN) and
International Model United
Nations (IMUN) are educational
simulations that replicate the
workings of the United Nations,
allowing participants to engage
in global diplomacy and policy-
making
The origins of MUN can be linked
to the early 20th century, notably
highlighted by Mir Mahmood's
speech on October 5, 1922, at
Harvard's Liberal Club. His call for
support of the League of Nations,
an early international
organization aimed at promoting
peace, helped inspire the
creation of various international
forums and the broader
movement for global
cooperation.
In MUN and IMUN, students role-
play as delegates from different
countries, debating and
negotiating on global issues
similar to actual UN proceedings.
These simulations foster skills in
public speaking, research, and
diplomacy, reflecting the
historical ideals of dialogue and
international collaboration
championed by figures like Mir
Mahmood.

CGSMUN holds a very special place in my heart. I had
envisioned hosting this conference during my time at
school, but the pandemic ruined all my dreams. Fast
forward to 2024, and I had the honor of serving as the
Plenary President, a role that allowed me to witness
firsthand the dedication and enthusiasm of our delegates
and our secretariat.
